In order to provide the finest medical care for your pet during surgery, we would like to present several options for your consideration:

· Pre-operative blood work is used to assess the internal functioning of your pet.  Through blood tests, our doctors evaluate the well-being of our patients in order to minimize any surgical risk.  In the event that a report is abnormal, surgery could be delayed for further diagnostics at the discretion of the surgeon.  (see blood work – pre surgical form)
· Electrocardiogram (ECG) may also be warranted if your pet is older, or our veterinarians auscult (hear) a heart abnormality during a physical exam.  (see pre surgical form)
· Catheterization or intravenous fluids, has proven to facilitate a faster recovery from anesthesia as compared to patients who are not hydrated through a surgical process.  I. V. catheters, are also a prudent safe-line in the event of an emergency.
· General Anesthesia is provided using two of the best anesthetics available in 
            veterinary and human medicine.  Sevoflurane is equally used in human medicine    

            since it provides the quickest induction and recovery.  Isoflurane has a slower   

            induction and recovery, yet still a safe, less expensive alternative for your pet.
· Laser surgery revolutionized veterinary medicine allowing the surgeon to cut through tissues with a minimum damage to vessels and nerves, allowing a faster and less painful recovery with a better healing of the surgical incision.
